The Father:  To the left of the cross is the 
open hand of God, giving all life and 
creation, the sun, the moon, and the stars, 
all creatures great and small, and  things 
needed to sustain us on His earth. 
 

The Son:  The cross, gold for the glory of 
the resurrection, dominates the art.  
Around the center of this is red for the 
blood of Christ’s sacrifice.   
 

The Holy Spirit:  In the upper right hand 
corner is the dove, symbol of the Holy 
Spirit. 

The Sacraments 
Holy Communion:  Below the dove, the 
communion chalice is shown, with the 
wheat and grapes,  the bread and wine of 
communion, the body and blood of Christ.   
 

Baptism:  To the left of the cross is the 
shell, ancient symbol of baptism.  Through 
water as a never ending river of blessing, it 
flows through our lives.
