It surprised me when I looked up who first sang the classic 
Christmas song, “It’s Beginning to Look a Lot Like 
Christmas.”  I thought it was Bing Crosby!  But Perry Como 
was the first to sing this Christmas classic.  This song 
brings great joy to my heart as it brings back many joyful 
memories of  Christmas past.  It also makes me think about 
what Christmas looks like.  For Perry Como it was 
apparently candy canes and silver lanes that glow.  I believe 
silver lanes that glow was a reference to tinsel and 
Christmas lights.  We don’t use tinsel much anymore 
because it was discovered that lead based tinsel was not 
good for you.  So what does Christmas look like to you?  Is it 
the Black Friday sales on Thanksgiving?  Is it the 
decorations, and Christmas trees, and pretty bright lights at 
night?  Is it the bell ringers for the Salvation Army inviting you to support their 
church ministry to the poor and needy?  Is it the opportunity to be generous and 
contribute to needy families in our community through our giving tree?  What 
makes it feel and look like Christmas everywhere you go?  

Would it feel more like Christmas if  we sang Christmas songs in church after 
Thanksgiving?  Like all things, there is a time and a season for Christmas hymns in 
the church.  Christmas season follows Advent in the church calendar.  Advent is an 
often overlooked and even despised church season.  Why can’t we sing Christmas 
hymns in church after Thanksgiving?  Most people know the answer but simply do 
not like it.  When Christmas comes on the church calendar and we celebrate the 
birth of  Christ, we can sing Christmas hymns.  But it isn’t Christmas yet.  Think 
about Palm Sunday and Good Friday, and imagine singing Jesus Christ is risen 
today, Alleluia!  That seems kind of  strange doesn’t it?  Just like Lent prepares us 
for Easter, Advent prepares us for Christmas.  Easter is so powerful because we 
have taken the time to remember what leads us to Easter.  In the same way, Advent 
helps to remind us of  the reason for the season of  Christmas.  We know Christmas 
is coming, so in the words of  the Advent hymn, we should “Light one candle to 
watch for Messiah, let the light banish darkness. He shall bring salvation to Israel. 
God fulfills the promise.” It IS beginning to look a lot like Christmas when we let the 
light of  Christ banish the darkness in our life and in our world.  During Advent we 
sing songs like O Come O Come Emmanuel.  We sing, “Oh come o wisdom from on 
high, embracing all things far and nigh.  In strength and beauty come and stay.  
Teach us your will and guide our way.”  This is what makes it look a lot like 
Christmas.  Remembering and rejoicing that soon we will be celebrating that God 
has come to teach us God’s will and to guide our way!  Jesus has taught us about 
living a life that demonstrates peace on earth and goodwill towards all.  So if  
Advent is challenging because you want to sing Christmas songs in church, please 
be patient.  Soon and very soon, we are going to see the King!

A motion to approve the minutes of September 9, 2025, was made, seconded and 
approved as written. 
Pastor’s Report: 
Meetings - Weekly Staff meetings; Property committee (New railing by organ completed- 
computer upgrades - internet issues, AC repairs- future memorial plaque 
install)  Regular communication with Pastor Orlando Ramirez of Iglesia Conexion; Pastor 
DJ and Haitian Baptist Church leaders; Caloosa Conference; Lyberg family memorial 
plaque; Florida Bahamas Synod Fall Theological Conference on Ministry.       (Next page) 
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Bible Studies - Weekly 10 AM Wednesday Bible study. Currently averaging 9-12 persons. 
Grief Support Group - Marcia Schacht, Lynn Dickerman and myself continue a closed 
small group grief support ministry each month titled “Love Never Ends”.  
 Pastoral Calls - Congregation home visits/member visits  (3), Home bound communions 
(4),  Hospital/Hospice/clinic/rehab visits (3). 
Memorial Services - The service of life for Rev. H. Peter Lyberg was held on Saturday 
September 27th. Thank you to all who assisted with this service and the fellowship in 
Hanson Hall following the service. A memorial service for Janet Connell will be held 
October 25th at 2:00 PM. 
Pastoral Business-Fall Theological Conference - The Florida Bahamas Synod fall 
theological conference was held at Howie in the Hills retreat center Sept. 29th - October 
1st. While attending the conference, I also led workshops for First Call Pastors and 
Deacons. After the conference, I attended the mandatory annual boundaries workshop 
for all rostered leaders.   
Pastor’s time away - Thank you for vacation time. I was gone from October 9-12th to 
attend the wedding of Aaron Ungs and Joy Herman. It was a wonderful time of renewal to 
be present with all my family. 
Update on staffing - There have been no interviews for the position of secretary/office 
administrator.

Plan to send out 
the survey again after the New Year to get more responses from our more seasonal 
members/attendees. Now that we have responses, we will go over them at the next 
worship committee meeting.  Led service last Sunday, the 12th, with Pastor Wahlberg 
while Pastor Jeff was gone.  Made 3 rehab visits.  Led a Bible Study while Pastor Jeff was 
gone.
